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1. Support to VPA implementation in Liberia : 5 000 000 €
The results and activities framed into the support programme are based on the agreed results and actions outlined in the VPA. This includes detailed description of the reforms, institutions and systems needed to effectively regulate the sector. The support programme focuses on the actions where external donor support is needed to establish the capacity for full VPA implementation as outlined in Annex VIII to the agreement.
Expected results :

Liberian institutions and stakeholders are capable of regulating and managing forest resources in a way that ensures legal timber production and expected environmental, economic and social benefits.

Credible and functioning system for assuring the legality of timber production established

3. Global call for proposals on FLEGT : 15 400 000 € (8 400 000 € from 2012 budget and 7 000 000 € from 2013 budget)
The priority for 2012 is to foster strong and inclusive national processes that guide and frame negotiations and to help countries advance in implementation of the agreements as well as to share experience at the regional level. Therefore FLEGT actions will fall into one of two sub-lots:

1. Actions which introduce innovative approaches for in-country stakeholder groups to contribute strategically in the preparation, development, implementation and monitoring of VPAs. Actions should be coherent with on-going FLEGT related projects in those countries (a list of projects will be provided on EuropeAid website at the time of the Call for proposals)). Actions will target specific stakeholders, notably civil society and/or the formal and informal private sector.

2. Actions which increase the visibility and demand for VPA country FLEGT licensed timber and timber products in the EU and in other international markets as well as actions that increase demand for verified legal timber in VPA country domestic markets.

Targeted countries:

B. REDD+
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1. Global call for proposals on REDD+ : 7 000 000 € 
It will target support to stakeholders in developing African countries to establish effective policies and strategies that deliver sustainable and measurable REDD+ results. This focus is justified by the comparatively limited support going to develop REDD+ in Africa when compared to other tropical sub-regions. Priority will go to proposals that foster cross-country experience sharing in Africa and develop approaches to work at national scale.

· Actions that support partnerships between civil society and private sector that prevent or reduce deforestation and forest degradation in investments in large scale agricultural commodities.

· Actions that promote independent monitoring by in-country civil society of REDD+ investments and the application of REDD+ safeguards

· Actions that develop effective links in practice between national FLEGT (Forest Law Enforcement Governance and Trade) and REDD+ processes, with regards to stakeholder processes, monitoring, improved governance and law enforcement as well as legal reforms.

Targeted countries:

African countries with high forests (more than 10 million ha and forest cover more than 20% of land area + VPA countries)

1. Improvement of regional estimates of tropical forest resources and reinforcement of national capacities to assess their changes. Administrative arrangement with JRC – 5 000 000 €
2.Support to the EFI REDD+ Facility – 5 000 000 €
