Political

· Processes stalling: Gabon & DRC – through diplomatic channels (including international events: Rio, CBD, Comifac…) or current programmes (for DRC): are they serious about VPA? 
· Encouragement for new countries: brief to your respective Ambassadors in new countries on VPA: encouraging positive interest in partnership with the EU and insisting that this be built through participatory process:  Laos, Honduras, Guyana. All Member States can convey this message. 

· Need for a Member State lead to follow political dialogue: Congo (?), Côte d'Ivoire (Germany? France? Italy? United Kingdom?), Guyana (United-Kingdom? France?), Honduras (Germany? Spain?), Laos (Germany?) 

People: Facilitators

· Facilitators to support negotiations: DRC (DNE from which EU Member State?); Gabon (France?), Côte d'Ivoire (possibly UK), Honduras& Guyana – part-time?, Laos (possibly Germany)
· Facilitators (Technical assistance) to help partner govt in preparation for negotiations: Cote d'Ivoire, possible part time Guyana (not yet clear on need)
· Facilitators to support VPA implementation:  Cameroon (part time job ?), Congo (?), RCA (possibly UK) 
UK is planning to provide up to  facilitators in country (Ghana, Liberia, Cote d'Ivoire, RCA, identified by EC as priority), but not yet secured
Finance support for negotiations

· Congo (3-5 €M); which support from which Member State?
· Ghana (2-4€M?) & Cameroon: sector programmes should address need, but may require strong messaging to ensure that it effectively is targeted to VPA implementation. Ghana: United Kingdom has a programme. Cameroon: Germany is continuing. France is supporting forest governance.  

· Anticipate there will be need for additional support for implementation (not yet planned): DRC (?); Côte d'Ivoire (?, no EC finance available), Indonesia (UK +EC plan support, but given scale more may be required); Gabon (?); Guyana (?)
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
