Minutes of Meeting

3 February 2014

The meeting started at 10.00 AM.

Chair: Andrea Janoha (EU Delegation)
1. AJ invited all participants to introduce themselves through a quick tour de table;

2. AJ introduced the first item on the agenda and briefly described the reasons that induced the EU Delegation to propose a division of the WG into four independent sub-sector WGs. Every participant had the opportunity to express views on the pros and cons of the proposal and after a fruitful discussion it was agreed to keep the current overarching WG and to establish ad hoc specialized meet ups under each sub-domain of the WG; the EU expressed its wish to keep the chair for both the CC and Energy sectors. The parties agreed. The DRR sector will be chaired on a rotation basis; CIDA volunteered to chair the first DRR meeting. With regard to the Environment sector, the parties agreed to keep it idle for the moment as not many interventions could be identified as being strictly environmental.

The WG will meet twice a year and the ad hoc meet ups at least twice a year.

3. AJ informed the members of the DWG that a new web based working tool was created on the EC's Development for Capacity platform at the following URL: http://capacity4dev.ec.europa.eu/ecdwgccdrr . The web based forum will support the DWG's efforts in collecting and sharing information, stimulating debates and coordinating development partner's initiatives pertinent to the group's sectors of responsibility. AJ will send out invitations to join the forum to all DWG members;

4. AJ introduced the second item on the agenda: WG Work Plan. It was agreed to establish two WPs, one at WG level and one at ad hoc specialized meet up level for every domain.  The WP at WG level would only encompass the objective to effectively coordinate the activities of the ad hoc meet ups and inform the Eastern Caribbean Development Partners Group (ECDPG) accordingly chaired by UNDP.   

AJ will circulate a draft WP for the WG and LF templates for the ad hoc meet ups within the end of February.

All members of the WG will be asked to contribute with ideas and recommendations.

5. AJ introduced the fourth item on the agenda: Reciprocal opportunities to complement/supplement projects. The present members of the WG agreed to revive, reformulate and update the development partners project matrix within April 1st.
AJ will circulate the template within the end of February in order to allow every party to update its project portfolio accordingly.
