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1. Introduction.

The EUWI Steering Group has decided that it is the responsibility of each EUWI Component to establish its own monitoring system. This decision was supported by the Multistakeholder Forum in August 2007. 

For the EUWI EECCA assessment reports monitoring the progress of the component has been prepared for 2005 and 2006. In addition an Impact Monitoring System has been presented and discussed at the 9th Working Group meeting of the EUWI EECCA in Helsinki.

For the 2007 report of the EUWI EECCA - which will be prepared for the Multistakeholder Forum meeting in Stockholm in August 2008- the EUWI Technical Secretariat has prepared a revised reporting format.

The revision has been based on the following:

· For some of the indicators reported for 2005 and 2006 data has not been available and it seem unlikely that data will be available for the 2007 report. These indicators have been deleted from the list of indicators in the monitoring report.

· The assessment of performance and impacts has been combined into one report. The report thus both monitor the performance of the initiative i.e. how the process of e.g. establishing National Policy Dialogues progress, and at the same time monitors the impact of actions. 
· As the impact is not delivered solely by the EUWI EECCA
