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The EUWI-EECCA Component Working Group held its 10th meeting in Moscow on 13 December 2007. The meeting was hosted by Rosstroy. It was attended by about 60 participants. The participants included officials from EECCA and EU member States, experts from the Water supply, sanitation and Water resources sectors, private sector representatives, banking sector, IFI, NGO´s and international organisations (EU Commission, UNECE, OECD EAP task Force and GWP). 

The agenda of the meeting is attached as Annex I to this Summary Record, and the list of participants is attached as Annex II. For information, all background documents mentioned in the agenda and also all slides presented at the meeting are available at the EUWI website (please visit: www.euwi.net). 

The objectives of the meeting were:

· To discuss progress in ongoing National Policy Dialogues and to agree on the plans for 2008 to develop new National Policy Dialogues.

· To discuss the key trends in water supply, sanitation and waste water developments with a focus on Russia.

· To discuss water sector financing and in particular the potential interest of EECCA countries to initiate a National Policy Dialogue within areas like joint lending.

· To discuss a revision of the Monitoring System for the EUWI-EECCA Component and agree on the plans for developing the Monitoring Report for EUWI-EECCA Component for 2007 to be presented at the Multistakeholder Forum meeting in August 2008.

· To discuss and adopt the Annual Work Programme of the EUWI-EECCA Component for 2008. 

In this context: 

1.
The meeting was opened by Mr Vladimir Blank, Acting Head, Rosstroy, who welcomed the participants to Russia and the first meeting in Russia under the EC chairmanship of the initiative. Mr Blank expressed his wish to learn from the international participants and stressed the importance of the water sector for human wellbeing and economic development and the need to increase investments in the sector. Mr Paul Vandoren, Deputy Head, EC Delegation to Russia, thanked Rosstroy for hosting the meeting and stressed the strategic vision of the EUWI-EECCA Component, its Annual Work Programme 2007 and the National Policy Dialogues. Mr Vandoren informed the meeting that today the chairmanship will be handed over to Romania. Ms Lucia Ana Varga, Secretary of State, Ministry of Environment and Sustainable Development, Romania, also thanked Rosstroy for hosting the meeting and stressed the importance of water for humans and economic development. Ms Varga stressed the potential impact of climate change on water resources and the need to manage the limited resources wisely. Ms Varga informed that Romania is willing to share its experience with the EECCA countries and to learn from experiences made in the EECCA countries. She emphasised that the EUWI-EECCA Component constitutes a solid basis for such an exchange of best practices and good ideas.

2. 
Upon this Mr Pierre Hecq, EC, introduced the draft agenda and the minutes from the9th EECCA Component Working Group meeting in Helsinki. Both documents were approved by the participants. 

3. 
The participants were then introduced to the NPDs in Armenia and Moldova on IWRM by Mr. Rainer Enderlein, UNECE. He informed that in Moldova the activities on IWRM comprise: 1) wastewater regulation; 2) river basin authority and river basin organisation building; 3) Water Convention and WFD support; and 4) target setting under the protocol of water and health. Mr Enderlein informed that Moldova will be organising a donors meeting in Chisinau to get additional support to the NPD. In Armenia the activities on IWRM comprise: 1) river basin management (in Marmarik sub-basin); and 2) WFD support. Furthermore, he mentioned that Ukraine has expressed an interest in a NPD on IWRM under conditions of climate change and target setting for drinking water. 

4. 
Mr Peter Borkey, OECD/EAP Task Force, emphasised that the OECD has been working on financing of WSS in the EECCA region for a little more than 10 years by now. In the framework of the EUWI-EECCA Component, the OECD builds upon this work. Mr Borkey informed that three NDPs on WSS financing have been launched within the EUWI-EECCA Component, namely: 1) a rural WSS financing strategy in Armenia; and 2) two urban and rural WSS financing strategies in Moldova and Georgia, respectively. Furthermore, he mentioned that a new NPD on WSS financing will be launched in Kirgizstan in early 2008 and also that the OECD is prepared to act as Strategic Partner on a NPD in Ukraine along side the UNECE. Mr Borkey informed that the financing strategy in Armenia has already influenced the setting of minimum supply standards in rural areas. In Moldova, the first phase of the work has come to an end. The final meeting of the Steering Committee regarding the financing strategy was undertaken in November 2007. The work has generated interest from Ministry of Finance and Austria; presently, a follow-up project on integrating the financing strategy into the budget process is under consideration. In Georgia, the work on a WSS financing strategy for rural areas complementing a previous developed WSS financing strategy for urban areas has just started. Data collection has been completed, data processing is ongoing, and a baseline scenario will be ready in early 2008. 

5. 
Mr Valentin Guznak, Minister, Ministry of Public Local Administration, presented the results of the abovementioned work on the urban and rural WSS financing strategy in Moldova. The process involved all ministries and sector institutions. A baseline scenario and various development scenarios were developed and thoroughly discussed and commented upon by members of the Steering Committee. It was realised that there was a serious lack of financing and also that total annual losses due to bad water quality amount to approximately 10% of GDP. Moldova has now adopted a comprehensive water strategy up to 2025. The work included assessments of water supply, ability to pay, tariff setting, different goals and scenarios for developing the WSS and possible financial sources (users, national budget and donors). A two staged investment plan - up to 2011 and from 2011 to 2015 - has been prepared. 

6. 
A status of official requests for new NPDs which has been sent to the Chair of the EUWI-EECCA Component Working Group - and a prioritised action plan for developing new NPDs on the basis of these requests - was presented by Dr Palle Lindgaard-Joergensen, Technical Secretariat. The priority for 2008 will be on developing the NPDs in Ukraine (on IWRM and maybe also WSS) and in Kyrgyzstan (on IWRM and financing of WSS). MAMA 86 was informed that the NPD in Ukraine would also be open for NGO participation and that they should present their views during the development of the NPD. 

7.
The participants of the meeting took note of the progress of the NPD and Russia expressed an interest in developing a NDP in Russia. The Chair replied that it was important to focus on a specific subject (like financing). The participant discussed and generally approved the action plan for developing new NPDs for 2008.

8. 
Baseline information about water coverage and water use as well as waste water treatment in Russia was presented by Ms Olga Serova, Deputy Head of Rosstroy. The participants were informed that the water infrastructure in Russia needs significant investments. The financial situation of public utilities is difficult. In the framework of the Housing and Communal Service Programme water supply and waste water infrastructure will be improved significantly. Annual investment needs total about RUR 200 billion (EUR 5.7 billion). This cannot be provided by the Russian public budget alone, so there is a need for an increase in private sector investments. Today, the private sector accounts for about  40% of WSS investments. Thus, new ways of engaging the private sector is needed (issue of bonds, leasing arrangements, etc.). Furthermore, Russia has to reduce its pollution load to the Baltic Sea. A Northern Dimension Programme for WSS has been launched. Similar programmes have been launched to decrease the pollution to Black Sea and to major rivers like Don. Rosstroy is very interested in the EUWI-EECCA Component. Among others, Rosstroy is interested in learning more about the NPD in Armenia. Even though the scale differs, problems are very much the same in Armenia and Russia.  

9. 
Mr Alexey Golovachev, Acting Director, Russian Association of Water Supply and Sanitation,   presented lessons learned from investment projects in the WSS sector in Moscow. Furthermore, he mentioned that the Russian Association of Water Supply and Sanitation would like to participate in a NPD on financing WSS in Russia in cooperation with, among others, Rosstroy. 

10. 
Mr Alexander Bazhenow, Vnesheconombank, Russia, provided information about the Vnesheconombank. It is a commercial bank providing loans for, among others, environmentally oriented investment projects. Vnesheconombank has been engaged in more than 150 investment projects in WSS in Russia. The minimum level of a loan is RUR 2 billion (EUR 57 million), so the bank is only interested in large utilities. Loans are to be paid back on commercial terms. Presently, Vnesheconombank is trying to create an instrument assisting municipalities in preparing, launching and implementing projects assessment. It has set up principles for the projects they want to participate in.

11. 
An example of innovative financing of investments in the WSS sector was introduced by Dr Jesper Karup Pedersen, Technical Secretariat. He raised the question whether a NPD on joint lending would be of interest to the EECCA countries. The objective of a NPD on joint lending with the participation of all relevant partners in an EECCA country would be to develop and test a joint lending scheme, thereby increasing the supply of finance for environmentally oriented infrastructure projects and developing local capital markets.  A joint lending scheme implies that loan financing is provided jointly by an IFI and a domestic commercial bank. It may involve a grant element as well. There are experiences with joint lending schemes in the energy sector in for instance Bulgaria. Dr Pedersen informed that the private banking sector is currently developing rapidly in some EECCA countries, such as Russia. 

12. 
Ms Natasha Khanjenkova, Head of Department, EBRD, informed the participants that EBRD is quite actively engaged in the WSS sector and cooperates closely with Rostroy. The instruments used are loans and credits. Historically the loans are given to municipalities however the bank is also interested in the private sector - in particular, in Public Private Partnerships. Russia accounts for more than 20% of all loans provided by the EBRD to the EECCA. Furthermore, EBRD also is engaged in training of its clients in project preparation, risk assessment, etc. As a rule EBRD projects have a value of, at least, EUR 10 million. In Russia, ÉBRD loans are provided in RUR to reduce the currency risks.

13. 
The participants took note on the huge need for financing of WSS investments and the need to develop innovative financing mechanisms - not least, for the small and medium sized municipalities. Ms Olga Serova, Deputy Head of Rosstroy, expressed a general interest in a NPD in joint lending. However, the scheme and cooperation with commercial banks and IFIs should be seriously considered. 
14. 
Mr Pierre Hecq, EC, informed about the European Neighbourhood Policy and EUs Central Asia Strategy. The ENP partners are the immediate neighbours of the enlarged EU but not countries with an accession perspective, such as Turkey. The following EECCA countries are ENP partners: Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Georgia, Moldova and Ukraine. Russia is not an ENP partner. Instead, EU and Russia have concluded a separate Strategic Partnership. EU's Central Asia Strategy address the remaining EECCA countries. It is, among others, based upon the Partnership Cooperation Agreements which the EU has concluded with the countries in Central Asia. Mr Hecq informed participants that a the 2nd meeting of the EU-Central Asia Joint Expert WG under the EECCA Component of the EUWI will be held on 30 January 2008 in Bishkek, Kyrgyzstan. 

15.
Mr Michael Hackethal, Senior Officer, EC Delegation to Russia, provided an overview of the support to Russia from the EU in the water sector. For 2002-2007 commitments made total EUR 117 million. The Northern Dimension Environmental Partnership (NDEP) focuses on North Western Russia. Mr Hackethal mentioned that a sector policy support programme titled "Kaleningrad Waste Water in Small Towns” to be implemented in cooperation with NEFCO is presently under preparation. Commercial banks may become part of such sector policy support programme. 

16. 
Ms Tatiana Shipitsyna. Technical Secretariat, focussed on how existing EC instruments may support the NPDs. She focussed on two EC instruments - TAIEX and FP7. A draft guide on useful EC instruments has been developed by the Technical Secretariat. The target group of the guide is civil service, researchers and environmentalist who want to develop small projects in line with the objectives of the EUWI-EECCA Component. Both TAIEX and FP 7 are relevant to the two pillars of the EUWI-EECCA Component on WSS and IWRM, respectively. TAIEX is open for Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Georgia, Russia, Ukraine and Moldova. Information about national focal points are provided in the draft guide. FP7 is open to all EECCA countries. It supports research and development activities. FP7 requires a coordinator to be selected. The draft guide is to finalised in early 2008. 

17. 
During the subsequent round table selected EU Member States provided information about their possible support to the further development of the EUWI-EECCA Component:

· Austria. Priority countries for cooperation within the environmental field are the countries in the Balkan region, including Moldova. WSS is one of the priority sectors, and Moldova is one of the countries receiving support. The support comprises institutional capacity building activities, including technical assistance for the strengthening of the environmental fund system in Moldova. Also there is support to the WATSAN programme in the rural areas of Moldova. A Water and Waster Water Sector Programme (2007-2010) based on EU-Moldova cooperation has been launched; the budget is EUR 1 million per year. The programme has two components - on investments and on policy reform. The Water and Waster Water Sector Programme is very relevant for the EUWI-EECCA Component. A follow-up project within the NPD on financing of WSS in Moldova is under development. 

· Czech Republic. The annual ODA support to the Balkan and EECCA regions totals USD 200 million. About 10% falls within the environmental field. The lions share of the ODA support within the environmental field goes to Western Balkan and Moldova, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan and other EECCA countries. With regard to Moldova the focus is on WSS. In Moldova, a project aimed at reviewing local standards and norms to approach these to the ones applied in EU has been launched. This project is closely linked to the NPD in Moldova. 
· DFID/UK. A background document providing information about the support of DFID/UK to Armenia, Georgia, Kyrgyzstan, Moldova and Tajikistan within the water sector was sent out to participants before the meeting. 
· Finland. Finland is willing to support water sector cooperation in the EECCA region - in particular, through contributions to NEFCO, Northern Dimension Partnership and UNECE. 

· Germany. Germany confirmed its interest in applying the twinning programme in the EECCA countries that are ENP partners (Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Georgia, Moldova and Ukraine).  

18. 
The participants took note of the statements made during the round table. 

19. 
Dr Palle Lindgaard-Jørgensen, Technical Secretariat, presented the monitoring system, including an impact monitoring system, to constitute the basis for the 2007 Monitoring Report of the EUWI-EECCA Component. The draft 2007 Monitoring Report will be presented for adoption at the 11th meeting of the EUWI-EECCA Component Working Group. The Technical Secretariat promised to include a list of definitions and sources of data in the draft 2007 Monitoring Report. If countries have water intake and water use data on a basin scale they are most welcome to forward these data to the Technical Secretariat. The draft 2007 Monitoring Report will be forwarded for comments in advance of the 11th meeting of the EUWI-EECCA Component Working Group. The participants took note of the monitoring system. 

20. 
Mr. Gheorghe Constantin, Director, Directorate for Water Resources Management, Ministry of Environment and Sustainable Development, Romania, presented the draft EUWI-EECCA Component Annual Work Programme 2008, which was then adopted by the participants. Furthermore, it was agreed that the 11th meeting of the EUWI-EECCA Component Working Group will be held in Bucharest in May 2008. A date which is not in conflict with other relevant meetings needs to be found in early 2008. 
21. 
Finland informed that it will chair the OSCE in 2008. 

22. 
Mr. Pierre Hecq, EC, concluded that the ongoing NDPs are in good progress and that two-three new NPDs are on the way. Before the 11th meeting of the EUWI-EECCA Component Working Group there is a need to develop the discussed joint lending scheme further in case, for instance, Rosstroy makes a request for a NPD on joint lending. The revised monitoring system has been presented and an  action plan on how to develop the 2007 Monitoring Report is in place. Finally, Mr Hecq thanked Rosstroy for hosting the meeting and handed over the chairmanship to Romania

23. 
The new Chair of the EUWI-EECCA Component Working Group, Ms Lucia Ana Varga, Secretary of State, Ministry of Environment and Sustainable Development, Romania, thanked the EC for chairing the EUWI-EECCA Component since October 2004 and promised to act as active Chair. Furthermore, Ms Varga thanked Rosstroy for hosting the meeting. Finally, Ms Olga Serova, Deputy Head of Rosstroy, closed the meeting.
