EU WATER INITIATIVE: Annual Multistakeholder Forum
The EU Water initiative, launched during the World Summit on Sustainable Development in Johannesburg, in 2002, is designed as a catalyst and a foundation on which action can be built to contribute to meeting the Millennium Development Goals for drinking water and sanitation, within the context of an integrated approach to water resources management.  A multistakeholder process mobilising partners from governments, IFIs, and other donors, civil society organisations, water users and the water industry, both in Europe and in partner countries, facilitates progress and coordinates the efforts of all the actors involved. 

The 2005 annual meeting of the Multistakeholder forum will be held once again in the context of the World Water Week, to further mobilise EUWI partners, to attract new ones and to develop synergies with other international processes.
