– Adopting a selective approach to country 

dialogues based on strong ownership and 
performance-based approach

– Aligning operational aid programming from 
EU member states and European

� The current version has been drafted in 
December 06 / January 07 and included 
comments from members of the AWG

� Formal approval from AMCOW in 
February and April 2007

� This is a management tool for the AWG 
that has been and will be updated as

� Work plan 2007 is linked to a medium-
term action plan covering 2007-2009, that 
has been used as a reference for the 
application to the Water Facility
