· Tuesday 22 August Morning Session:  “Infrastructure and Water and Sanitation Services for the Poor”. This session will review how water and sanitation should be an essential part of the renewed focus on infrastructure and the EU-Africa Infrastructure Partnership launched by the EU this year.

· Wednesday 23 August Afternoon Session:  “Moving the EUWI forward - monitoring, alignment and harmonisation”.

· Thursday 24 August Morning Session:  Multi-stakeholder forum to review progress during 2005, discuss the main issues and problems, and endorse plans for 2007.

All these sessions will be in the main conference centre (Lilla Teatern room which holds over 100 people) to allow better integration of EUWI participants in other events of Water Week.  

Steering Group members are asked to volunteer to work with the Commission Secretariat on designing the detailed content of the EUWI Meetings.
In addition it should be noted that a session jointly organised by the Challenge Programme of Water and Food in cooperation with the Research Component of the European Union Water Initiative (EUWI) entitled Practical Implementation of Integrated Water Resource Management (IWRM) has been accepted for the main programme.  
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
