DHI Water and Environment, (HEL@dhigroup.com or PLJ@dhigroup.com ),
both acting as consultants to the EUWI Secretariat
Background to the requested information
Background
The EU Water Initiative was launched in Johannesburg during the World Summit on Sustainable Development, September 2002. It is designed as a catalyst and a foundation on which future action can be built to contribute to meeting the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) for water supply and sanitation, within the context of an integrated approach to water resources management. It has five objectives and examples of targeted outcomes  as outlined below

The EUWI seeks to mobilise the financial and human resources within EU in support of the efforts of partner countries to achieve the water-related MDGs. The modular approach of the EUWI through its regional components (Africa, Eastern Europe/Caucasus/Central Asia- EECCA, the Mediterranean, Latin America) is translated in the definition and implementation of regional work programmes, based on a strategic vision of the EU contribution for achieving the water-related targets and a financial strategy. These regional work programmes include the development of national policy dialogues and regional activities such as transboundary water resources management. In addition to the regional components there are three cross-cutting components on Financing, Research, and Monitoring/Reporting, respectively.

To ensure that the EUWI is delivering on the ground and that progress is made throughout the components, the preparation of a monitoring and reporting system is in progress. The Monitoring/Reporting Working Group (M/R WG) was set up in September 2004 with the objective of outlining an effective monitoring and reporting system for measuring the contribution of the EUWI towards the water-related MDGs. Italy is chairing this WG.

The monitoring system which has been set-up for the EUWI in the First Annual EUWI Assessment Report comprises the following elements:

· Analysis of  the policy consistency, i.e in terms of the ability reach its objective on the MDG´s on access and the main goals of JPoI on implementing IWRM as well as its regional objectives
· Monitoring of  a limited set of quantitative indicators, which measure the performance of the EUWI policy along the implementation chain of the initiative

· Monitoring of a limited set of qualitative indicators, which measure the perception of performance of the EUWI on a limited number of the stakeholders involved in EUWI

The present note comprise the quantitative indicators and is aimed at instructing the Working Group chairs and other key stakeholders on how to make an input to the First Annual EIWI Assessment Report. A draft of this report will be presented at the EUWI meeting during World Water Week in Stockholm in August 2006.

	The designated EUWI lead country for each country dialogue will identify the stakeholders taking part in the country dialogue, based on records of participants in meetings or processes associated with the country dialogue.

Monitoring results will be the number of participating countries/institutions/organisations per category of stakeholders.

	Monitoring methodology
	The designated EUWI Working Group lead country and Country Dialogue leader for each country dialogue will identify agreements made, involving partner countries and water sector programmes or organisations in support of the EUWI. The agreements may comprise:

· Expressions of interest or commitments (financial, human resources or in kind) from water sector programmes or organisations (oral or written) in participating in the EUWI initiative

· MOU´s or other formal agreements between EUWI and water sector programmes or organisations to initiate activities in support of the EUWI (e.g. meetings, workshops, capacity building activities, etc.)

“Water sector programmes or organisations” are interpreted as non-government stakeholders and non-donors with a specific mandate and scope of activity within the water sector, e.g. certain UN-agencies, Global Water Partnership, Water and Sanitation Programme.

	Monitoring methodology
	The partner country will assess

2. if the water sector has been given a more prominent place in these strategic documents since 2002 (the launch of EUWI)

3. if any potential change in prioritisation of the water sector has occurred partly or fully as a result of EUWI intervention

The monitoring result is the change in water sector prioritisation since the launch of EUWI in countries where EUWI has made interventions.

This indicator will not be a measure on only the impact of EUWI alone, but rather the combined impact of national water sector initiatives and international assistance in the water sector.

	Monitoring methodology
	The partner country will assess its progress towards IWRM measuring the national status of progress. Measures of progress may be establishment of IWRM road maps, plans or strategies, changes in legislation and water policies, etc.

The result of the monitoring is the change since the launch of the EUWI in the number of countries that have an IWRM plan, strategy or road map or similar documents and where EUWI has made a contribution.

This indicator measures the number of country dialogues that have been launched or are in the planning phase, both with the support from EUWI. This will demonstrate the number of new country dialogues to be established in the near future. 

	Monitoring methodology
	For each country dialogue there is a designated EU lead country, which will coordinate support for the country dialogue and has the responsibility to monitor and report on the progress of the country dialogue.

The designated EUWI lead country for each regional component will report which country dialogues have been launched or are in the planning stage.

The monitoring result will be the number of country dialogues launched or planned in the partner countries.

	Rationale
	Establishment of country dialogues is a cornerstone of the EUWI. Establishment of well functioning country dialogues is crucial for the fulfilment of the MDGs on water supply and sanitation for EUWI partner countries.

This indicator measures the number of country dialogues that have reached a mature level with EUWI support. This will demonstrate the sustained results of the EUWI efforts towards lasting country dialogues.

	Monitoring methodology
	For each country dialogue there is a designated EU lead country, which will coordinate support for the country dialogue and has the responsibility to monitor and report on the progress of the country dialogue.

The country dialogue is considered to have reached a mature stage if

1. a stakeholder forum with representation from government as well as non-government organisations has been established for the dialogue, and

2. a process for the development of the dialogue has been agreed among stakeholders and initiated

The monitoring result will be the number of country dialogues having reached a mature stage.

	Rationale
	The Paris Declaration on Aid Effectiveness emphasises the importance of donor coordination and jointly developed programmes in order to enhance development and aid efficiency. It is also important for sound development that aid is in line with the partner countries’ development strategies and that the partners have the capacity to absorb and benefit from the support.

The purpose of this indicator is to monitor the number of water sector programmes in EUWI partner countries that are developed jointly by EU donors and are based on partner country development strategies. 

	Monitoring methodology
	The EUWI secretariat will establish contact to the EU donors to collect the data from them. Data to be collected are:

· A list of all water sector programmes developed jointly by EU donors (two or more) and potentially other donors, based upon partner country development strategies, in the years 2000-2005. The water programmes may be recorded under different sectors (according to the administration of the country in question) and the data collection has to assess the results carefully to ensure that all sectors are covered and that there is no overlapping, where the activities of more programme components are reflected in more than one category.

The monitoring result will be the number of water sector programmes developed jointly by EU donors based upon partner country development strategies.

	Reporting procedure
	The EUWI secretariat will collect the data for all EU donor countries. 

	Monitoring responsibility
	Data collection: EUWI Secretariat

	Indicator name
	Change in proportion of water aid to government sector reported on government budget.

	Rationale
	The purpose of this indicator is, in line with the Paris Declaration on Aid Effectiveness, to monitor the changes in the alignment of aid with recipient countries’ national budgets. 

It is a significant indicator of the long-term accountability of the water aid for the partner countries that the aid is reflected in the national budgets. It indicates both that the aid can be relied on and that the structures in the recipient countries are in a position to get the full benefit from this by taking it into consideration in the national budgets.  

	Monitoring methodology
	Monitoring will take place for those countries where EUWI has made an intervention. The EUWI regional working group lead country for each component will contact the Partner Countries and donors and collect the data from them. Data to be collected from the partner country are:

· Annual sum of all ODA on water disbursed to the country 2000 – 2005 as reported from the OECD donors (sum 1)

· National budgets for 2000 – 2005, budget lines from relevant ministries (water, agriculture, infrastructure, health, environment, etc. – depending on the administration of the country) and the sum of all aid to the water sector as reflected on the national budget and the budget lines for the relevant line ministries.
Based on the information above: a sum of aggregate numbers of all ODA that is reflected on national budgets (sum 2)

The monitoring result will be sum1/sum2 (all amounts in USD 2003 prices), demonstrating the water aid reflected on national budgets as a part of the general ODA. The data will be presented for each year in the period 2000-2005 in order to give an overview of the changes over time.

	The EUWI regional lead country for each component will report the results to the EUWI Secretariat. The Secretariat will aggregate results across countries and regions.

	Change in proportion of water aid provided through coordinated programmes consistent with recipient country development strategies.

	Rationale
	The purpose of this indicator is, in line with the Paris Declaration on Aid Effectiveness, to monitor the changes in the alignment of aid with recipient countries’ development strategies. 

Improved coordination of water aid is critical to achieving development goals and necessary effectiveness of the aid provided, also furthered by coordination of programmes. Better coordination of aid and alignment with recipient country priorities will enhance the efficiency of water aid. 

	Monitoring methodology
	Monitoring will take place for those countries where EUWI has made an intervention. The EUWI regional working group lead country for each component will take contact with the Partner Countries and donors and collect the data from them. Data to be collected from the partner country are:

· Annual sum of all ODA on water disbursed to the country 2000 – 2005 as reported from the OECD donors (= Sum1 for indicator 9-a)

· The total disbursement for water aid provided through coordinated programmes consistent with recipient country development strategies in the years 2000 – 2005 (based upon the findings collected from indicator 8-b) (Sum 3).

The monitoring result will be Sum 1 / Sum 3. The data will be presented for each year in the period 2000-2005 in order to give an overview of the changes over time.

	Reporting procedure
	The EUWI regional lead country for each component will report the results to the EUWI Secretariat. The Secretariat will aggregate results across countries and regions.

	Rationale
	Managing water within the framework of river (or groundwater) basins is recognised internationally as the appropriate entity for water management. This is reflected in the target set at World Summit on Sustainable Development for countries to develop IWRM and Water Efficiency Strategies. 

The purpose of this indicator is to measure the number of national or sub-national basin management support programmes likely to be established in the future as a result of EUWI intervention or support. 

	Monitoring methodology
	The EUWI WG lead country will, based on its record of EUWI interventions in the region, list national or sub-national basin management support programmes planned or launched as a result of EUWI intervention since the last monitoring round.

The monitoring result will be the number of national or sub-national river basin management support programmes as a result of EUWI initiatives since the previous time of monitoring. 

“Programmes” are interpreted to include individual or clusters of projects, research activities, preparatory as well as implementation activities, policy initiatives, and other processes directed at supporting basin management.

	Reporting procedure
	The EUWI WG lead countries will collect the data from their own files. The Secretariat will aggregate results across countries and regions.

	Rationale
	Managing water within the framework of river (or groundwater) basins is recognised internationally as the appropriate entity for water management. When rivers or aquifers cross borders, basin management has to do the same.
