Infrastructure and Water and Sanitation Services for the Poor

Tuesday 22 August (Morning Session 09:30 – 12:30)

This session will be focussed around the EU Strategy for Africa and the EU-Africa Partnership on Infrastructure.  The Partnership, a joint EU effort, responds to the development goals of the African Union and its New Partnership for Africa’s Development (NEPAD). It aims to substantially increase EU’s investment in African infrastructure and to support programmes that facilitate interconnectivity at a continental and regional level. It will encompass trans-boundary, regional, and national infrastructure in the widest sense: transport networks, water and energy infrastructure and connections as well as telecommunication networks.  In water, activities will be focussed on regional water issues - cooperation on the use of the resources of shared rivers, respecting the needs of all stakeholders, developing rivers and water infrastructure to reduce vulnerability to droughts, better manage floods, to ensure more water, more food, and more electricity, and to do so in a way that respects the needs of the river system itself.  This means building a strong foundation for cooperative action and for future investment projects to follow the decision making framework of the World Commission on Dams Report of 2000.
