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Terms of Reference for EUWI Roving Ambassador
Background
The WSS Country Dialogues, initially foreseen for ten African pilot countries, will be key to launching the EUWI across Africa. The vision is that the first ten countries would then be followed by others, gradually covering most of the continent. A revised concept of the Country Dialogues is being launched, under which they would provide “road maps to achieving the MDGs”. 

Experience suggests that in many of the selected countries it may be necessary to prepare for the Country Dialogues to ensure that they move ahead as intended. It would be valuable for the EUWI to use an emissary for this purpose, referred to below as the Roving Ambassador.
Duties
The Roving Ambassador will

- Work from the EUWI Secretariat at the EC and in close coordination with the chairs of the WSS and IWRM Africa Working Groups

- Liaise also with AMCOW/TAC

- Help identify those African countries where difficulties may be expected to make the WSS Country Dialogues move ahead

- Visit those countries and explain the purpose of the Dialogues and how they might be conducted, contacting both the host government and the EU donor community
- Raise with AMCOW/TAC views that the EU may have on the countries selected for the Dialogues as well as major issues arising in that connection

Qualifications
The Roving Ambassador should be an individual with long professional experience from development cooperation, water resources management, and diplomacy in Africa.

Other
The Roving Ambassador may be supported with travel funds from bilateral sources, should EC travel funds not suffice.
