EUWI Country Dialogues in Africa – Exploring the State of Play

Background to the EUWI Country Dialogues
At the World Summit on Sustainable Development (WSSD), the African and European governments launched a Water Initiative to contribute to the achievement of the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) for water and sanitation, within the context of an integrated approach to water resources management. The launch was formalised in the Johannesburg Declaration. 

In December 2003 it was agreed that the focus of its work should be on national dialogues in order to identify policy issues, institutional constraints, financial gaps and other impediments to investment in the water sector. The Africa Ministerial Council on Water (AMCOW) proposed ten countries. In addition, following a dialogue between EU donors in the Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC), a similar process is being started in that country. It was also agreed that one EU Member State should be identified to support the process in each of these countries together with the AMCOW-TAC under the leadership of the relevant national lead agency in the sector.

Introduction to the questionnaire

This questionnaire forms part of the evaluation by the EUWI that intends to provide an overview of the current situation regarding the Country Dialogues in the above 10 + 1 countries, to identify problems and issues with the development of these Country Dialogues, and that provides a basis for consultation on whether and, if so, how to proceed with the Country Dialogues. 

The questionnaire is being sent to EU member states, EU field missions, Governments, NGOs and other organisations active in the water sector of these 10 + 1 countries.
