The AWG meeting on May 17th, in Brussels
As you may know, on the 17th of May 2006, the EU Member State’s Heads of Water (Development) met in Brussels in order to discuss the way forward of the EUWI. 
We had a very interesting discussion on how to link the African component to the new developments in European development policies. The meeting was too short 
to reach a conclusion and it was proposed that UK, Germany and the European Commission develop a paper which would be used to guide the development of the EUWI, particularly the Africa Component. 

We are planning to hold an AMCOW/EU meeting on the way forward during the Stockholm Water Week.

During our last Working Group meeting in Brussels on May 2nd, we suggested to have our next working group meeting in Africa in June/July. Due to the ongoing discussions amongst the EU Member States and the Commission on the way forward, this meeting was postponed. A next working group meeting will be prepared 
as soon as possible.
