We have agreed that:

1.
The Country Dialogue process is a valuable tool, but,

· they must be demand led.
· they must involve all relevant actors (and not be the exclusive preserve of EU).
· The EU will seek funding for those of the 10 pilot countries that have not started the dialogue process. A predictable source of financing the activities must be agreed if the dialogue process is to be continued.
2.
Transboundary and National Water Resources utilisation plans need to be supported.
· The  Partnership will work within the AU-NEPAD framework and promote the role of AMCOW as the custodian of water resources, water supply and sanitation on the continent.

· This role of AMCOW should be the entry point for water into the new focus on infrastructure development in Africa.

· The partnership will work with RBO’s to support their development of IWRM plans, within the appropriate regional frameworks including RECs.

· The partnership recognises the role that ANBO can play and will work to improve its institutional sustainability.

· The partnership needs to do more work to identify where and how it can add value to or fill gaps in existing activities being undertaken through the African Water Facility, the ACP-EU water facility, bilateral and multilateral programs and through organisations such as GWP.
3.
The partnership will work to promote water resources management, water supply and sanitation as key elements in the renewed focus on infrastructure.

4.
The partnership will encourage and support where possible, existing activities such as the NEPAD Science and Technology research program (e.g. the NEPAD centres of excellence on water science and technology) as well as the coordination and focus of research activities in water resources, water supply and sanitation and related fields by EU and Africa.

5. 
AMCOW will establish a steering committee and thematic sub-committees to coordinate and participate in the activities of the partnership and other activities within the AMCOW work program

6.
A forum will be established between AMCOW and EU at the level of water sector experts to monitor the progress of the Partnership.  The forum will meet at least annually, preferably in Africa and attached to AMCOW meetings.  The forum will develop a set of indicators which will be used to monitor progress.  This will be completed within the next four months ready for presentation to the 6th AMCOW General Council meeting in 2006.
7.
The forum will report to AMCOW-EXCO and the EU at the political level as part of the high level political dialogue between EU and Africa.
