In the meantime, the Seychelles team continues the preparation and remains open to any participation. 
In parallel, the participation of Seychelles in the 2nd edition of the Luanda Biennale, in Angola, is envisaged from July 2021 and unfortunately, given the degradation of the sanitary conditions in this part of Africa, Seychelles decided to participate only in a virtual way, via a "National Pavilion" https://www.unesco.org/biennaleluanda/2021/fr/pavilions 
The conference proposal was articulated in three parts: 
1. Presentation of the initiative to inscribe Creole Cultures on the UNESCO Intangible Cultural Heritage List, as presented in Seychelles (2019), Dominica (2019) and Portugal (2021), by Marc LINTS. 
2. Presentation of the Concept of the "National Institute for Culture, Heritage and Arts of Seychelles", by David André. 
3. Presentation of the Manifesto FALANDO DE crioulização, by Mario Lucio Sousa. It thus responded to theme 1 of the Biennale:  
      The contribution of arts, culture and heritage to peace  and is part of the common approach of the Creole States, the majority of which are members of the OACPS, to the recognition of their cultures by UNESCO, as theorised in the document "Kreolitude": Kreolitude is resolutely turned towards the future in order to contribute through its experience to the construction of a better world. The aim is therefore to identify the values that have enabled people from the four corners of the world, the Creole peoples, to establish a society of peace, respectful of its cultural differences, harmoniously mixed, even if imperfect because it is becoming daily.

Due to the new health restrictions imposed on us, it is impossible to receive travellers from 
Mauritius and South Africa. All travellers from the Indian Ocean are now subject to a 10 day isolation on arrival in Reunion, we are unable to bring you to us. It is a great sadness and heartbreak for us not to be able to welcome you (and all the delegations from the Indian Ocean) to this 2021 edition of the IOMMa. We thank you for your support and will come back to you later to define together the axes of cooperation. 
December  Moutya was added to UNESCO's list of intangible heritage on December 15th and the Secretary General of the Seychelles Institute of Culture, Heritage and the Arts, David Andre, said  
: 
"For our traditional dance, it shows how valuable our heritage is, but now we must work hard to ensure that our Moutya gets the place it deserves, especially among the youth, so that it can continue to be enjoyed for generations to come," said Andre. 
In his statement to mark the occasion, the Seychelles' President Wavel Ramkalawan said that December 15th will be marked as an important date in the history of the island nation.

Creole Encounters Guadeloupe Seychelles 
In 2023, the Mission Cinéma Caraïbes association is innovating by giving an international dimension to Professional Cinematographic Meetings, from the perspective of Creole. 
Miera Damasy Savy, representative of the Seychelles National Institute for Culture, Heritage and the Arts, and director within the cooperation division, will be the godmother of this event and the president of the jury. Very involved in the cultural world, in 2008 she organized the first film festival, with the support of actress and producer France Zobda. 
A year later, she created the Ciné Seychelles association, which in 2017 became the Indian Ocean Cinema Workshop, twinned with the West Indies Cinema Workshop. “This development began with the help of filmmaker Didier Mauro. In particular, he worked a lot with our students, and brought back some of their creations to Guadeloupe, one of them is also on the festival program”. The godmother will be accompanied by a Seychellois delegation thanks to the action of the League of Education of Guadeloupe. “I realized, continues Miera Damasy Savy, that we had a lot of similarities with Guadeloupe and Martinique, beyond being islanders. We have a shared history of settlements and culture, starting with the Creole language, one of our three official languages. Moreover, on International Creole Day, Guadeloupe and Seychelles worked together. This meeting was the prelude to a discussion for the inclusion of our Creole cultures in the intangible heritage of Unesco, with as leader, the President of Cape Verde, José Maria Neves. A whole movement is being created, of which this festival is one of the links, around the theme: the role of cinema in bringing cultures together. We couldn't have hoped for better”.

Cape Verde wants to organize the first summit of Creole nations  
February 24, 2023 
 
“The idea is to build the spirit of bringing together, eventually at the end of this year or early next year, a summit of Heads of state and government of Creole countries. A meeting of the Creole civilization in the world”, affirmed José Maria Neves during the press conference in which he made the balance of the recent participation in the assembly of the African Union. 
Cape Verde intends to organize still this year the first summit of Heads of state and government of the Creole nations, announced in Praia, the President of Cape Verde, José Maria Neves. The presence in Addis Ababa, Ethiopia, from February 17 to 19, also served as contacts of the Cape Verdean President with a view to preparing this summit, presenting Cape Verde as one of the first Creole nations in history. 
“We have already made several contacts, with the Seychelles, with Comoros – which has just assumed the presidency of the African Union – with Senegal, and with Angola. And, therefore, we are already working on the conception of the project, in the search for partnerships to hold this great meeting in Cape Verde, which could also be accompanied by a set of cultural activities, music and dance festivals from all the countries that refer to the Creole civilization”, José Maria Neves further explained. 
According to the President of the Republic, who proposed to hold this summit in Cape Verde soon after his election, in October 2021, the project has also already been presented to the Secretary-General of the United Nations, António Guterres, among other international entities. “There has been a great openness regarding this matter. It is up to us here to speed up the pace, to have the final documents and be able to hold this summit. This summit is not restricted to the African continent, but to the whole world. But the fact that we are leading the way in preserving the natural and cultural heritage in Africa helps to mobilize Africa for this great meeting that we want to hold in Cape Verde”, concluded José Maria Neves.

	I. CONCEPT NOTE
In a global context where different people and cultures evolve in a very conflictual environment, it would seem that post-slavery Creole communities have succeeded in creating a positive and harmonious coexistence. 
It would then be interesting to be able to meet, exchange, and analyze the different lessons to be learned, best practices, and useful benchmarks for living together when different cultural and political values are in coexistence. It would be an opportune moment to examine the persistent traumas and identity conflicts running through the current Creole world, and to also recognize and celebrate its positive aspects.
This event in the capital of Seychelles, Victoria, intends to bring together creators, decision-makers, artists, poets, literary figures, academics, gastronomes... people actively passionate about Creole cultures, and above all concerned about its transmission, and exchanges.
These meetings are being organized within the framework of the possible inscription of Creole Cultures as an element on the UNESCO Representative list of Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity, an initiation of the President of the Republic of Cape Verde, His Excellency, Mr. José Maria Neves. The Creole Encounters of Victoria is being organized in coordination with a world summit of Creole countries, nations, and regions which is due to be held in September 2024 in Cape Verde. 

II. DESCRIPTION OF ACTIVITIES
The Creole Encounters of Victoria will consist of two main activities: 
1.  A conference focused on HUMAN VALUES AND CREOLIZATION

The main objective of the conference is to talk about the process of creolization, the formation of a synthetic identity, and the fruit of African, American, European, and Asian matrices.
Creole cultures and languages ​​around the world are the subject of research in academia. Simply, because they are the last group of languages ​​and cultures born in the history of humanity. Because they represent a wide range of opportunities for scientific observation and research into the development of languages ​​and cultures.
Now, it is a question of transforming the discourse on cultural values. It is important to carry out dialogues whose aim is to provide an inclusive proposal with a great impact on the dimensioning of social relations. This is to avoid any reduction or ghettoization of Creole cultures and identities.
It is strongly hoped that this conference will be a platform for thought-provoking debates, a platform in which new metaphors and new visions are proposed to reduce or do away with the prejudices existing in Creole societies.

The interventions will be based on six major themes:
1. Creole identity and creolization
2. Creole values
3. Ancestral knowledge
4. The Creole garden and gastronomy
5. Nature, our Mother Earth, and her protection for our common life.
6. Decolonization and reparations.
