1. Accountability - Communicate to stakeholders (e.g. tax
payers, EU Institutions) results achieved at country, sector
and corporate level.

2. Management - Provide reliable information on EuropeAid
performance to support decision making.

Results

EU RF is a monitoring tool and not an evaluation tool
(monitoring for evaluation).

Indicators: criteria for selection

= Inline with EU development policy priorities 2014~
2020.

Reflecting sector financial weight in EuropeAid
portfolio 2014-2020.

= Clearly defined, measurable and fit for aggregation.

= Alignment with indicators being measured by partner
Governments.

= Alignment where possible with indicators being
measured by other donors.
