 27-28 Nov: Civil society will host the Global Major Stakeholders Forum, which facilitates the 

participation of civil society in the Environment Assembly and associated meetings

 2-3 Dec: The Science, Policy and Business Forum with the theme, ‘Science for Green Solutions’,
