REGIONAL WATER SEMINARS (PACIFIC, BURKINA FASO, KENYA)


	Objectives
	This is an advanced three-day course (+ one day optional field visit) designed to provide the participants with:
· A wider knowledge and understanding of key issues arising from sector-wider approach (SWAp) and Integrated Water Resources Management (IWRM) among others by sharing the different experiences of the participants and their countries
· A sound strategy on how development partners in general and delegations’ staff in particular can participate to and support the process of national Water Policy and water Strategy building

· A better understanding of the new challenges linked to the design and the implementation of SPSP and particularly Sector Budget Support modalities

· A better understanding of other corss-cutting issues like governance in sector, climate change adaptation…


	Target audience
	EC officials and contract agents in Delegation working directly with Water Sector, Representatives of the NAO, representatives of ministries in charge of Water and Sanitation issues, national water agencies

	Content
	The course will be based of a cross-reading on policy support issues by sharing and comparing the situations of the different countries around the following topics (not exhaustive) :
1. institutional set-up and development 

2. Policy and strategy documents

3. Services delivery and tariff settings
4. National water sector dialogue

5. Programme indicators and national monitoring mechanisms

6. Decentralisation

7. Donor coordination

8. Integration of climate change adaptation into sector policy.

	Method
	Learning methods will include the following

· Introduction to key concepts through the “teaching and discussion” method

· The use of extensive examples from many different countries with different experiences to illustrate the points put across by the trainers. This will imply active contribution of the participants by presenting the situation in their countries on the various subjects to be discussed and compared
· Provision of references to further reading where necessary
