4. CEDAW shadow report and Art.16 presentation by Randa Siniora – WCLAC General Director

WCLAC, Equality Now and Al Muntada forum have submitted a shadow report focusing on art.16, addressing equality in the marriage and family rights, as it is a good practice to submit specialized reports in addition to the general shadow report for questioning and accountability. The first section is based on family status issues (Age of marriage, Equality in marriage and after its dissolution, Marriage and divorce, Custody and guardianship of children) and the second section is based on Penal Law issues and Gender Based Violence in relation to CEDAW General Recommendations.

The pre-session for Palestine will be from the 20th -24th November 2017 in Geneva and the official session in July.

WCLAC, under the umbrella of the Palestinian General Union, will report on 5 issues: 
· Political participation of Palestinian Women

· Economic Rights and equality in the workplace

· GBV (sexual violence, rape, incest, abortion for victims of GBV)

· Family rights

· General Recommendation n.30 of women in conflict prevention, conflict and post-conflict situations.
Palestine has ratified CEDAW with no reservations. Even if the publication of all International Conventions in the National Gazzette never happened, legal amendments should be done to be in line with the conventions. The President on 8th March promised to publish CEDAW on the Gazette.
In the 3rd session of the Universal Periodic Review reports (UPR) to the HR Council on the status of HRs. Palestine will not present any recommendation as it is not a recognized member. Jordan, Canada and Venezuela presented serious recommendations against Israel last year (unfortunately out of 438 rec., only 2 were on gender issues).
