	7. Data calculation (including any assumptions made)
	 To be calculated by:

- taking the latest available percentage for each country where the EU has external action programmes from the World Bank database;

- multiplying this number by the population data for the country in that same year (using the UN Population Division data). This will give the total number of people with access to electricity in each country
-adding together the above numbers for all the countries in which the EU has external action programmes. 

-dividing the total by the sum of the countries’ populations. This will give the global average number of people with access to electricity.

(87,095,281+ 5,822,209)
