It further states that 'the EU's development, foreign and security policy initiatives should be linked so as to create a more coherent approach to peace, state-building, poverty reduction and the underlying causes of conflict.'

	To be calculated by:

i) taking the latest available data point for each country where the EU has external action programmes from the database and identify the count for each country listed on this database 
ii) identifying the population data for the country in that same year 
iii) adding together the counts noted under i). This will give the first element of the weighted death rate.
iv) adding together the countries’ populations noted under ii). This will give the second element of the weighted death rate. 
v) dividing the first element (see iii) by the second element (see iv) 
vi) multiply the value under v) by 100,000 to give the weighted number of violent deaths per 100,000
