	1. Name of indicator
	Number of women and men who have secure tenure of land with EU support.

	2. Which sector (using Result Framework heading)
	Sustainable and Inclusive Agriculture (Agriculture and Food Security)

	3. Technical Definition 
	Land tenure is governed by a large scope of rights, from non-recognised occupation to formal, legally registered titles, in a continuum of rights that should be fully recognized. Formal titles are generally more accessible to industrial farms, whereas less than 5 % of farmers in developing countries benefit from formal titles. Systematic titling is a long and costly process that is not always indispensable to ensure a secure land tenure.
Secure land tenure covers: formal titling, certificates or registration, customary tenure secured by an appropriate legal framework that ensures that customary rights cannot be negated and the farmers cannot be arbitrarily dispossessed of their land. They can be secured by a variety of approaches, from legal to local actions.
The definitions of terms used in this proposed target (and indicators) are consistent with the Voluntary Guidelines on the Responsible Governance of Tenure of Land, Fisheries and Forests, and the Framework and Guidelines for Land Policy in Africa.


	4. Rationale (including which policy priority, and how is this indicator linked to that policy priority)
	The European Commission's Communication: Agenda for Change (2011) supports sustainable practices in agriculture, focusing on smallholder agriculture and rural livelihoods. 
Specifically on land governance, the indicator responds to the policy priority 2 from the Commission Staff Working Document “Boosting food and nutrition security through EU action” (2013) explicitly mentioning the aim for the EU to "support national, regional and international initiatives for good governance and security of land tenure and use rights, including the implementation of the Voluntary Guidelines on responsible Governance of Tenure". 
Securing land tenure for smallholders is recognized as a key element and priority for sustainable and inclusive rural development.

	5. Level of disaggregation
	Disaggregation by sex is essential: number of women and number of men, which have secure land tenure. 

Women are largely excluded from land tenure (and other property rights) by both customary and formal processes, as they are often not eligible to inherit land property.

	6. Data Sources (including any issues on (i) different definitions by source, and (ii) level of availability of the data)
	EU project and programme monitoring systems: annual and final reports from implementing organisations, (governments, international organisations, non-state actors), baseline surveys, ROM mid-term reviews, and evaluations.
The minimum data requirements for these indicators is that they can be collected annually from a combination of sources, including administrative and census data, expert opinion, household surveys, sample opinion surveys and participatory methods. As it is proposed to become a widely used indicator, national systems should allow for its follow-up.



	7. Data calculation (including any assumptions made)
	Number of people (individual, male and female counted separately) having secured tenure of land according to the definition given in section 3 on a yearly basis thanks to EU supported initiatives.

Only where possible, along the calculation of number of persons, the corresponding area (in hectares) could also be identified and tracked.

	9. Is it used by another organization or in the framework of international initiatives, conventions, etc.? If so, which?
	The international community is very active in defining land tenure indicators, in particular in a post-2015 perspective. 

The report of the HLPEP on the post-2015 development agenda identifies two targets linked with land governance:  under 1. End poverty: “increase by x% the share of women and men, communities and businesses with secure rights to land, property and other assets” and under 2. Gender equality: ensure equal right of women to own and inherit property, sign a contract, register a business and open a bank account”.
Land indicators have been discussed in ad-hoc working groups, such as the Global Land Indicators Initiative coordinated by the Global Land Tool Network (GLTN), commented by the EUWGL, and further workshops, aimed at defining a technical consensus. 
There is consensus (Global Working Group on Land) that the indicator proposed in is realistic and feasible and that progress towards its achievement can be monitored with the following focus:

· Percentage of women and percentage of men with tenure that is legally recognised and documented

· Percentage of women and percentage of men who perceive their tenure is secure
