	3. Technical Definition 
	This indicator covers cereal yield, measured as kilograms per hectare of harvested land. It includes wheat, rice, maize, barley, oats, rye, millet, sorghum, buckwheat, and mixed grains.
This indicator is adopted as a proxy of more sophisticated indicators of agricultural productivity not yet available. There is still a debate in the framework of SDG's monitoring framework on this issue. Agricultural production in value by land unit and/or by labor unit are the options at stake, but uncertainties remain on the availability of sufficiently reliable and comprehensive data on land and labor.
The indicator chosen (Cereal Yield per hectare) addresses the production of the main staple crop in most countries in the world. It gives an acceptable assessment of the agricultural productivity of land.

	
	

	4. Rationale (including which policy priority, and how is this indicator linked to that policy priority)
	The Agenda for Change (2011) supports inclusive and sustainable economic growth, increasing people’s ability to participate in, and benefit from, wealth and job creation. The support to the supply and the marketing chain in agriculture that may lead to agricultural value added growth is clearly mentioned.

Furthermore, this indicator responds to the policy priority 1 from the European Commission Staff Working Document “Boosting food and nutrition security through EU action” – SWD (2013) 104- explicitly mentioning the aim for the EU to "support policies and programmes which focus on sustainable agricultural intensification and diversification for smallholder farmers".

	8. Worked examples
	Mali and Burkina Faso, in 2013
- Taking the figure indicated for Mali and Burkina Faso from the World Bank database for the cereal yield (kg per ha)
 for the year 2013 (latest available year)

Mali: 1,157 kg
Burkina Faso: 1,567 kg
 - Multiplying it by the hectares of land under cereal production for both countries in the same year: 
Mali: 4,210,656 ha * 1,157 kg = 4,869,720,509 cereal production in kg
Burkina Faso: 3,661,338 ha * 1,567 kg = 5,736,251,197 cereal production in kg
-Adding both sums together and dividing them by the sum of the land under cereal production to give weighted cereal yield for Mali and Burkina Faso as:
= (4,869,720,509 +5,736,251,197)/ (4,210,656 +3,661,338)

= 1,347 kg per ha
